our legal officer, James T. Allison has issued an opinion because he was asked to, with promises
that it would be accepted by all. | am abiding by such and find nothing ambiguous in it. If the
Scholarship Fund also abides by the legal officers ruling, it will necessitate none of what you
propose.

The Scholarship Fund has been invoiced TWICE by the First Marine Division Association for the
period ending July 31, 2016; will be invoiced within the week for the subsequent period ending




December 31, 2016 and will be invoiced at the end of the month ( January ) for the month of
January, 2017. | would expect that the Scholarship Fund, acting in good faith would also abide by
the legal officer's ruling.

Barrister Allison's ruling follows as excerpt, taken from a more comprehensive piece.

Subject: Legal Opinion Regarding Reimbursements

" | have been asked to give an opinion regarding the November 10, 2016, email sent by President
Rios...

ITEM
Article 12(B) calls for a reimbursement up to 20% of the "current donations, interest earning from
investments and other Fund revenues."

ITEM
" ... the Scholarship Fund appears to have enough money to satisfy its obligations, whereas the
FMDA is struggling financially and may cease to exist within the next two years."

ITEM
"This opinion... only concerns the 20% reimbursement issue...”

ITEM

"When the CFO of the Scholarship Funds receives the funds from FMDA, he shall promptly pay
the invoice for 20% to the FMDA. Each organization shall maintain complete and audit-worthy
records of their transactions."

ITEM
" Although Article 12(B) of the FMDA ByLaws say '...up to 20%..", it is my recommendation that the
20% is proper due to the financial crisis of the FMDA.

ITEM
"It is further my opinion that the Scholarship Fund must comply with Article 12(B) and cannot
withhold the reimbursement called for by that Section of the ByLaws."

FMDASF is REQUIRED to use no more than 20% for overhead. | designed this rule. If FMDASF
pays 20% to FMDA then there is no money for seed to raise money for fund raising nor other
expenses of operation.

Treasury if more is needed. The Treasury also has a large amount in Restricted Funds to cover
future obligations/promises to Students for a four year Baccalaureate Program funding.

The Legal Officer only RECOMMENDED that more money be provided FMDA because of need.
That acknowledges what | have been saying all along that if FMDA wants more money from
FMDASF, over and above the $200 per month floor, then FMDA must apply for more through a
detailed invoice type request. FMDA Officers & DALSs need to help the President out and so must
the BOD [if a Quorum] and not have the total say so be solely on Vince's shoulders on this issue.

Franklin has no official capacity anymore and accepts IAS Status other than being pissed off at all
the self destructive behavior seemingly going on between the Corporations. How come | am a
voice in the wind and MANY of the rest of the EXCOM/DALSs and Directors of FMDASF do not get
vocal and take issue with Franklin, Vince, Carl and others. Marines are Leaders not to be just
Hunkering in the Bunker like Rear Echelon MFS, hoping this all will pass and we can just get to
Happy Hour again. Speak up. Speak out. Let our Officials know you have something going on in
the Brain Housing Group.

LtGen Martin L. Brandtner, USMC (Ret.)
July 3, 1938 — January 3, 2017

LtGen Martin L. Brandtner, USMC (Ret.) died on 3 January 2017. During his career as a Marine infantry officer,

General Brandiner commanded at every level, commanding three platoons, two rifle companies, a battalion, the
storied 5™ Marine Regiment, and as the Chief of Staff of the 1st Marine Division, FMF.

As a general officer, he served as Assistant Division Commander, 2nd Marine Division. FMF, Commanding General,
10" Marine Expeditionary Brigade, and Commanding General, 2nd Force Service Support Group, FMF.

He served two 13-month tours of combat duty in Vietnam, landing with the Marines in April 1965, and returning in July
1962. During his second tour in Vietnam, while a Captain serving as Commanding Officer, Company “D", 1st Battalion,
5th Marines, he was wounded in action and twice awarded the Navy Cross, the nation’s second highest award for
valor in combat. He is one of only two Marines to earn two Navy Crosses during the Vietnam War.

General Brandiner's staff assignments included the Senior Military Assistant to the Under Secretary of Defense for
Policy during the Reagan Administration. In 1990, while still a brigadier general, General Brandiner was nominated
for his third star and assignment as Director for Operations, J-3, Joint Chiefs of Staff, serving under General Colin
Powell.

As J-3, General Brandtner was responsible for operational planning for Operations DESERT SHIELD and DESERT
STORM and subsequent major U. S. global operations in Turkey, Iraq, Bangladesh, Somalia, and Bosnia. He also
managed JCS military command and control and strategic planning for U. S. Sirategic Nuclear Forces, U. S. Special
Operations Forces, and U. S. Military Counter-Narcotics Operations in the U. 8. and Latin America.

In addition to the Navy Cross with Gold Star and the Purple Heart, General Brandtner's decorations include the

Defense Distinguished Service Medal, the Defense Superior Service Medal, the Legion of Merit with combat “V*, the
Combat Action Ribbon, the Vietnamese Cross of Gallantry
with Gold Star, and over twenty unit citations,
commendations, and campaign awards.

General Brandtner is also invested as a Knight of Malta, and
a Knight of the Holy Sepulcher, and sits as a director on
numerous boards.

General Brandtner resided in Reno, Nevada, with his wife,
Sandra.

Interment will be scheduled for 18 January 2017 (time to be
determined), at Northern Nevada Veterans Memorial
Cemetery, in Fernley, Nevada. Additional condolence
information will be forthcoming.
